Suspect Arrested for Criminal Damaging Incidents in “I” Section

A 64 year old Greenhills resident was arrested on Saturday, April 5, 2018 and
charged with multiple incidents of Criminal Damaging. These relate to numerous
incidents of cars being damaged by being marked with a marker. All of the vehicles
were parked in driveways near the sidewalk in the “I” section of Greenhills. The
suspect, Robert Nelsen, 64, also lives in the “I” section.

The incidents occurred or were reported between March 18th and March 23rd. The
department issued a Crime Alert on March 23rd concerning these crimes, and mul-
tiple residents assisted by providing information. The Crime Alert contained still
photographs taken from a video of one of the offenses being committed. An inves-
tigation by Greenhills police officers based on this information resulted in the
charges.
